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1. Hakodate, Hokkaido

A) Overview
Japan's northeastern island, Hokkaido, was sparsely populated until the early 19th century when

Japanese people from all parts of the country came to settle the land and create the Hokkaido we Hakodate \*/

know today. Whereas Tokyo, Osaka, Kyoto, and other areas of Japan are known for their intense

summer heat and humidity, the summers in Hokkaido are relatively cool and pleasant.
Hakodate is located in southern Hokkaido. Hakodate is a small, quiet, rural town, with a
population of about 270,000. Hakodate was one of the two Japanese ports opened by Commodore
Perry when he visited Japan in 1854. At that time, Hakodate led Japan's progress towards ' ”
modernization. The night view of the town from Mt. Hakodate is considered one of the most
spectacular in the world. In 2015, Hakodate was ranked Japan’s most attractive tourist
destination for the second year in a row.

B) Climate (What to Wear in Hakodate)

The climate of Hakodate in summer is relatively cool, especially in June and early July. The nights may be quite cold. Bring a
warm sweater or jacket. In August, however, there may be some hot days. In Hakodate, few families have an air conditioner
at home. Also, prepare for rainy weather by taking a raincoat or an umbrella. The dress code is informal (casual), conservative
and tidy. We discourage wearing clothing that is too revealing or having an untidy appearance. Please bring sneakers for
outdoor activities such as cycling, nature walks, or group trips. The following table lists the average temperatures in Hakodate

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3. Personal Conduct and Legal Issues

The HIF Japanese Language and Japanese Culture Program requires much more than attending in classes and speaking
Japanese. Participants should regard themselves as official representatives of their universities and home countries. They are
therefore expected to behave with appropriate decorum on the premises at HIF, with their host families, and in the community.
In addition to these issues, we must inform you of some important legal concerns. Once you enter Japan, you must abide by
Japanese laws. The HIF Director General is the guarantor for participants from countries that require visas to enter Japan.
These participants bear a reciprocal responsibility for their behavior in Japan. All participants must be scrupulous in observing
the mores of the community, the rules of the program and the laws of Japan.

There are specific rules related to drugs, employment, driving, and personal identification. Failure to comply with these
requirements may result in arrest, detention, and/or deport.

A) Driving a Car / Motorbike

Driving a car or a motorbike is in all circumstances prohibited during the Program, even if you have the relevant licenses. HIF
does not accept legal or financial liability for any accidents caused by, or injuries to participants who have violated this rule.

B) Drug Use and Possession

The use or possession of illegal drugs is a criminal offence in Japan. Participants in violation of Japanese law in this regard
will be immediately dismissed from the HIF Summer Program. Participants who present with substance abuse or addiction
problems (for example alcohol or over-the-counter medicines) may also be sent home.

C) Employment

It is illegal for visitors to Japan to undertake paid employment without a working visa or student visa. If you are caught
engaging in paid employment, you will be exposed to criminal liability and you may be expelled from Japan. However, you
may participate in unpaid volunteer work or internships.

5. Bicycle Rules and Safety

The Revised Road Traffic Act has become effective on June 2016 to strengthen penalties for unlawful behaviors. The

information written on this section is not exhaustive. Please visit the website of the Metropolitan Police Department

Please make sure the bike is the right size and properly adjusted to fit you. Ensure your bicycle (especially brakes and lights)

is in good working order by inspecting it regularly.

6. Money

A) Anticipated Expenses
This section outlines approximate costs you will incur while living in Hakodate. At minimum, bring at /east
¥100,000 with you for miscellaneous personal expenses.

In the U.S., you can buy a cup of coffee with your credit/debit card without a problem. However, in Japan, credit cards are not
as widely used as in the U.S., and may not be accepted in many supermarkets, restaurants, clinics or transportations, especially
if the amount of money you are going to pay is small. Debit cards are even more rare.

Upon entering Japan, you should carry at least ¥10,000-¥20,000 in cash for immediate travel expenses. Even after you settle
in Hakodate, you should always carry a certain amount of cash just in case.

If you wish to send your luggage to Hakodate Kokusai Hotel where you stay on June 13 and 14, luggage delivery services are
available at airports and hotels. It takes two days from Narita Airport or Tokyo area to Hakodate. The price is ¥2,000 or above
depending on a size and weight. Please refer to the “Travel Information” booklet for more information about the baggage
delivery.

Transportation Costs: Daily Commute

Most participants will need to use public transportation to commute to HIF. HIF will refund transportation expenses for those
who use public transportation to commute between host family’s house and HIF, according to the criteria set by HIF. Further
information about the reimbursement will be announced in the student orientation.

A) Traffic Accidents

If you are involved in a traffic accident, do not allow the driver to leave the scene even if you do not seem injured. Even if you
have no symptoms right after an accident, serious symptoms may develop later. Please follow the following procedures if you
find yourself in an accident:

1) Ask the driver for his/her name, address, telephone number, number plate and car insurance number.
2) Have the driver call the police.

3) Immediately call HIF and your host family.

4) Wait for the police to come and assess the situation.

You will be liable for intentional or unintentional damage or destruction of property or possessions belonging to your host
family. For example, if you break a host family’s bicycle, loose the house key, you have to repair or pay for the cost.

Please report any incident involving loss, damage, or destruction to the HIF facilities immediately. HIF insures each Summer
Program participant for up to ¥1,000,000 for indemnity liability. This liability insurance also covers damage or destruction of
goods displayed in places of business. Disbursement amounts will be assessed by Tokio Marine Nichido Fire Insurance
Company.

C) Insurance & Medical Fees

HIF requires all participants to obtain medical insurance to cover possible illness and accidents while staying in Japan.

If you visit a doctor while you are staying in Japan, you will be liable for the full cost even if you are insured in your home
country. A typical visit may cost between ¥6,000 and ¥10,000. You may request reimbursement from your insurance provider
once you return to your home country. We suggest that you take an extra ¥20,000-¥30,000 in case of illness or injury during
your stay.

HIF insures all participants as follows in the event of injuries due to accidents.

¥3,000/ day ¥5,000/ day ¥250,000 ¥6,000,000
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At hospital, you pay the full cost of the medical services you receive. When you return to your home country, please contact
your insurance company to receive reimbursement for the cost of the treatment.

D) When You Are Sick

Please tell your host family when you become sick or suffer any injury. In these situations they will inform the HIF Office and
they or a staff member of HIF will take you to a hospital if necessary.

If you have to miss a class due to sickness or injury, be sure to inform the HIF Office before 9:00am by telephone.

Please tell a staff member of HIF when you don’t feel well. You may use the Sick Bay to rest. A staff member will take you to
a hospital if necessary.

E) Medications

We strongly recommend that you take a generous supply of over-the-counter or prescription medicines for headaches, colds or
allergies to Japan with you. It is highly unlikely that you will be able to find the same brands of medications that are found in
your home country here in Japan.

9. Internet Connection
A) HIF Building

Free Wi-Fi is available in the 1%, 4t and 5 floors.

B) Host Family’s House

Internet access at home is different from one family to another: some families have unlimited Wi-Fi access you can use with
your computer or tablet, and others do not have the internet at all. You have to ask for your host family about their internet
rules, since they might be using a limited data plan. If you need to be connected to the internet all the time for sure, we
recommend you rent a pocket Wi-Fi on your own.

In order to take advantage of the homestay experience, you should balance your time to spend on the internet and the time to
spend with your host family. If you video chat with your family or friends in your country late at night or early morning due
to the time difference, please do not disturb your host family by talking too loud or making loud noises.

C) Pocket Wi-Fi & SIM Card Rental

Some of you might be interested in renting a pocket Wi-Fi or SIM card during your stay in Japan. Here is some information.
There are other shops that offer similar services, but the followings are one of the cheapest stores according to our own research.

Docomo, au, and Softbank are
the three major phone carriers in Japan, just like Verizon, at&t, Sprint, T-Mobile in the U.S.. If a sign has a carrier name and/or
character, please be careful because it does not mean that they have free Wi-Fi available to anyone.

If you plan to use electrical
appliances from your country here in Japan, please make sure to bring a transformer and converter plug
with you.

Laptop Computer
It is not required, but if you have one, please consider taking a laptop computer with you. You may find it useful for
presentations, homework assignments and Wi-Fi internet access.

Student Discount System

HIF does not issue ID cards for participants. We advise that you bring along your student ID card. You may be able to use it to
receive a student discount at some shops or other locations.
